II REPUBLIC: 1931-1936 

Republican Constitution 1931: 

Art. 25  “ Gender will not be a fundament of judicial priviledge” 

• Some rights are given to women 

• Discrimination supression 
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FRANCO’S RULING: 1939-1975 

•  First stage: 1939 to 1950 
–  Franco eliminates all fundamental rights obtained by the 

Republican Constitution in 1931 
–  Franco imposes a patriarcal gender system 

•  Second stage: 1960 a 1975 (Franco’s passing) 
–  A very slow integration of women in to employment 
–  «Sección Femenina»: the only public institution dedicated 

to women.  

DEMOCRATIC TRANSITION: 
1975-1978 

•  1975: Franco’s death.  End of Dictatorial Government 

•  1977: UCD Government 
–  Eliminates «Sección Femenina» 
–  Creation of the Women´s Right Department.   

•  1978: Spanish Constitution  
–   Articles 9.2 & 14 

•  Equality among women & men
